1) Download the driver “CDC_Demo.inf” and the utility Scanner Configuration Manager software to your computer
2) [image: ]Using your SP1, Scan the USB SPP Barcode



3) Connect the SP1 to the computer with a USB cable
4) The computer will request the location of a driver to use. Point the driver installation wizard to the location you of the “CDC_Demo.inf” file
5) Consult Windows’ device manager’s Ports section to find the COM port number for the SP1
